During her speech, she spoke with pride on how Femili PNG assists survivors of
family and sexual violence (FSV), emphasizing more on our case management
services, the Femili PNG’s mission and vision and core priority areas which
include prevention, response and advocacy.

“We advocate for change with government. We try to get government

organizations to take the problem of FSV seriously and to dedicate resources to

it. This is the most difficult part of our job, but extremely important. We use our data to provide feedback on needed
changes.

Femili PNG’s work on response, prevention and advocacy is not separate, but goes together. In PNG, most people
respond when they witness or have evidence of something (we are like “doubting Thomas”’ in the bible). Someone in the
community assaulting his wife will continue unless he sees police arresting another neighbor for the same reason. As
such, implementing the law is paramount for prevention. When we talk about awareness, we not only educate and train,
but we encourage communities to take action, to respond,” said Elly.

Ms Toimbo further elaborated that on a national level, Femili PNG work in partnership with other organizations to
advocate for better services and support for survivors. She said that despite negative news coming out of PNG, there are
a lot of people taking action to improve things on the ground. At Femili PNG, we don’t only see the problems, we
sometimes are part of the solution. And that keeps us going.

Elly said she was surprised that her speech impressed the audience at the conference who had zero knowledge about
Femili PNG’s work and the issues of FSV in PNG.

“People kept asking me a lot of questions after my presentation. They were keen to learn more about FPNG’s work in
making differences in the lives of FSV survivors,” says Elly.

Elly made a strong call for support and urged the participants to respond to violence. She said: “Only when we respond,
report and take action then we will help to reduce violence. Without response, there is no point raising awareness or
doing advocacy. Australia is no different to PNG in terms of gender based violence, although some responses may be
faster, violence is violence and we need to respond.”

Elly also participated at a question and answer session with the Development Policy Centre Director and Femili PNG
Chair, Prof. Stephen Howes and discussed insights on the issue of family and sexual violence in PNG.

Femili PNG members with ECPAT International

ECPAT is a global network of civil society organisations that works to end

the sexual exploitation of children. The ECPAT network consists of 122 member
organisations in 104 countries. Its secretariat is based in Bangkok, Thailand,
and provides technical support to member groups, coordinating research, and .
managing international advocacy campaigns.

Femili PNG was admitted to the membership of ECPAT at the end of 2024. This
is a recognition of Femili PNG’s extensive work with children, and it will enable

Femili PNG to have greater international engagement on the issues of child
abuse and exploitation.

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Femili PNG support teachers and students across

Morobe to respond to FSV

This year, the Femili PNG’s Lae outreach team visited
primary schools in Lae and Huon Gulf districts to raise
awareness amongst teachers and students about family
and sexual violence, child abuse, child safety rules, sorcery
accusation-related violence, and relevant laws and referral
pathways for services available to assist survivors.

Morobe Provincial Education Board Chairman and
Provincial Program Advisor, Mr. Keith Tangui, approved
Femili PNG’s request to visit schools and carry out
awareness and information sessions for teachers and
students.

Before reaching out to schools, Femili PNG conducted an
information session with twenty-three (23) head teachers
from primary schools across Lae District to introduce them
to our planned activities and intervention programs for
schools.

The teachers and students found the awareness-raising
sessions enlightening and informative. They learned where
to get assistance if they experienced violence and how to
prevent violence from happening.

In August, our outreach team conducted information
sessions with teachers and students from Zumara Primary
School - Umi Azera LLG in Markham District and Taraka
Primary School in Lae District.

According to Benard Nulai, Femili PNG’s outreach officer,
teachers embraced the information shared with them and
also undertook to share this with their students. The

outreach officer reported that some students volunteered
to come forward, collected contacts, asked many questions
and said they were willing to call Femili PNG concerning the
abuse they are experiencing.

“Every time we did awareness in any school, two or three
students would always come forward and ask for more
information and stated that they have been through some
form of violence and they would like to call and seek
assistance,” says Benard.

Deputy Head Teacher for Zumara Primary School, Mr.
Yalamo, thinks that not many students and teachers in his
school are aware of the types of support services available
for survivors prior to Femili PNG’s information sessions. He
believes these information sessions have opened new
pathways for them to seek support if they or someone they
know is experiencing violence.

In 2024, Femili PNG reached 13 primary schools, including
nine from Huon Gulf and four from Lae District.

Thank you to the Australian Government for the ongoing
support through the PNG AUS Partnership. Femili PNG
remains committed to ensuring the public know that Family
Sexual Violence is wrong and there are services available to
help survivors.

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Femili PNG engages community and outreach volunteers

Training and OQutreach is one of Femili
PNG's priority areas to prevent and
respond to family and sexual violence
across family homes and communities
in Papua New Guinea, with an aim to
see change and better outcomes in

survivor’s lives.

As part of the prevention and
strengthening response to abuse and
violence across Eastern Highlands
Province, Femili PNG, (for the first)
time, developed the concept of
engaging community volunteers to
work alongside Femili PNG Outreach
Officer, Paul Kunump. The initiative
aims to offer an avenue where
community leaders and youth are
actively participating in addressing
GBV in the community, and in the
province in general. This approach
allows knowledge sharing and
community learning on GBV. It is the
hope that the program participants
retain and utilise the knowledge in
conducting their own awareness
program and in carrying out their daily
duties as the leaders in the
community.

“l cannot reach all the communities at
the same time and on a daily basis but
volunteers can because they live in
communities”, says Mr Kunump.

Early this year, Femili PNG Goroka
Outpost took on board 16 outreach
volunteers from three different
districts in Eastern Highlands Province.
Most of these volunteers are village
court officials, community leaders and
youths, who have attended
Sensitisation Training that Femili PNG
Outreach Officer, Paul Kunump

facilitated in 2023. The Femili PNG
training inspired each of the outreach
volunteers, and they were enlightened
about sorcery accusation related
violence (SARV), family violence and
government laws. Hence, they have
verbalised their voluntary
commitment to engage with Femili
PNG to learn and develop more.

The volunteers have been selected
according to the volunteer criteria set
by Femili PNG. Once the volunteer has

been selected, each has been inducted

on Femili PNG’s vision, mission, target
populations and its policies. They
went through on-going orientation on
what they are expected to say when
they go into communities to do
awareness on SARV, family and sexual
violence, child abuse, laws and referral
pathways.

Through assistance and guidance of
FPNG, the volunteers from Daulo, Lufa
and Goroka Urban districts established
their yearly awareness activity plans.
Femili PNG supports this by
incorporating it into Femili PNG’s
annual work plan and budget.

Paul said, “I believe in community
participation and in empowering
community leaders and youths. This
approach is effective, they will be the
ones to continue the work that we are
doing and we are already seeing
positive impact.”

In acknowledging outreach volunteers,
Paul said to volunteers to follow their
work plan and continue to do
awareness in their respective
communities. Apart from the
awareness, they should also continue

the dialogue with people in any
community gatherings and in helping
individual and or families who needing
guidance and information. “We follow
our work plan and do awareness and
training. This program has impacted
and touch lives of people in my
community. They visit my house
anytime when they experience
violence and myself and wife talk with
them and refer them to service
providers. In my area, | have seen
SARV accusation gone down; men and
women who were accused and chased
out of the community return and
rebuild their lives without fear.
Community accept them back and are
now having fear to accuse someone of
SARV. This was made possible through
SARV knowledge gained from our
awareness and training messages.

| am happy to see that Femili PNG is
giving hope to people, it is showing
them their rights to continue living,”
said Kevin Koro, one of the volunteers
from Goroka Urban in Miminamo LLG.

Through their active work plan, the
volunteers organised and conducted
successful International Women’s Day
and Universal Children’s Day in their
respective communities.

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* A mother’s fight for justice and hope

*A brave woman named Aria*, is a person with disabilities who
stood firm for her two daughters. Despite experiencing on-going
threats, intimidation and social exclusion, Aria stood firm and
fought to protect her daughters from a tragic cycle of sexual

abuse perpetrated by their biological father.

Aria’s world got crushed down, but unlike many others who
suffer in silence, she refused to let fear and social stigma stop
her from seeking help and justice. Aria broke this cycle and
became the first woman in her village to report such crime to
Family Support Centre (FSC) and later to Provincial Police Head
Quarters (PPHQ). Despite risks of social isolation and
counterattack from the perpetrator’s family and a community
leader, she was determined to protect her daughters and seek

justice for them.

Aria’s daughters went through a devastating sexual abuse that
would have remain hidden for years. Her youngest daughter
suffered sexual abuse perpetrated by her biological father in
2018 when she was just 3 years old. In 2020, the unimaginable
incident happened again by the same perpetrator to Aria’s

oldest daughter who was 11 year old at that time of the incident.

After the abuse came to light in 2021, a CID Officer at the PPHQ
arrested the perpetrator. However, the journey to justice was far
from over. For three years, the case slowly progressed through
the courts, facing delays and obstacles. Throughout this period,
the family endured mounting threats from the father’s relatives,
who sought to intimidate them into abandoning the case. The
perpetrator’s family combined with some of the community
leaders and accused Aria of making up stories as they believed
the biological father would not do such inhumane acts to his

own children.

After recognizing the ongoing danger, the Victim Liaison Officer
(VLO) from the Public Prosecutors Office referred Aria and her
two daughters to Femili PNG (FPNG) on May 4, 2024. FPNG took
on the case and provided Aria’s daughters with a temporary
accommodation considering the on-going threats in their

community.

Whilst accommodated at a safe house, the two daughters aged 9
and 15 received emotional and psychological support they
needed from FPNG case officers to prepare them for the
upcoming court proceedings. Aria, too, received vital assistance,

keeping her strong as she navigated the legal process.

FPNG's case officer worked tirelessly, coordinating with the
Public Prosecutors lawyer, Victim Liaison Officer, and Probation
Officer to ensure that justice is served. As the case gained
momentum, FPNG work in collaboration with the Public
Prosecutors to provide additional support. Despite numerous
challenges, FPNG and the Prosecutors Office remained
committed to the family’s safety and well-being, ensuring they
were safe and mentally and emotionally prepared for the court

trials.

Regardless of the trauma Aria and the girls endured, Aria’s elder
daughter bravely testified during the First National Court Trials,
facing the court with confidence on May 17, 2024, confronting

her father who had wronged them.

In June 20, 2024, the National Court found the defendant guilty.
During the final interview conducted by the Probation Officer
with the perpetrator in July on 22, the perpetrator admitted the

sexual abuse against his own daughters.

On July 26, 2024, while FPNG celebrated its 10" year

anniversary, the pre-sentencing report was submitted to the

National Court and justice was finally served. The perpetrator was sentenced to 23 years in prison —the highest sentence. It was a

monumental victory, not just for the clients but for their family and partners working tirelessly on the case.

Before reintegrating Aria and her daughters back into their village, Femili PNG ensured the environment was safe and
welcoming. With the police intervention ensuring that it was safe for them to return, they were successfully reintegrated

into their village on August 21, 2024.

The brave mother, Aria, was emotional when expressing her utmost gratitude and joy for the successful outcome. “Thank
you to all the partners and Femili PNG for your never- ending support in ensuring that justice was served to my daughters.
They can finally return home without fear,” says Aria. In acknowledging Femili PNG’s impactful work, she said she will do

advocacy work in her community.

According to Femili PNG case officers, the successful outcome of the court marked a significant victory. It was achieved
despite the numerous threats Aria faced since 2021 to abandon the case. There was a remarkable transformation that
took place in the village when they returned, as many young women and mothers from the community gathered around
Aria’s home, eager to hear their story of resilience and justice. She became an advocate for other survivors of family and
sexual violence (FSV), sharing her story of survival and the invaluable support she received from FPNG. Her courage
inspired other women in the village, who began asking how they too could seek help and break free from the cycle of

violence. One of their ward councilors pledged his support, vowing to stand with Aria and advocate to wider community.

Aria, the mother who had once been disliked for her bravery, was now a beacon of hope for others.

Aria’s journey was not only about seeking justice for her daughters. It was about breaking the silence and challenging the
norms that kept many women and children in most communities trapped in fear. Through the unwavering support of
Femili PNG, City Mission Safe Houses, Public Prosecutors Office, PPHQ, Courts, and few family members, the clients’

stories have become one of hope, transformation, and empowerment.

Thank you to the Australian Government for your continued support through the PNG AUS Partnership. It has made it
possible for Femili PNG’s Lae Case Management Centre to provide needed support, care and change to survivors like Aria

and her daughters.

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Over three hundred village court officials trained and empowered

Femili PNG through its outreach department has trained more than 300 village court officials in the Eastern Highlands
Province in late 2023 and early 2024.

The Village Court Officials, both men and women from the districts of Goroka, Lufa, Daulo and Kainantu, were
representing their village court areas in different local level government (LLGs).

In recognizing the need to help the village court officials change their perspective on decisions based on traditional norms,
Femili PNG conducted training purposely to upskill their knowledge and understanding and being aware of the problems
of gender and family and sexual violence (FSV), child abuse and sorcery accusation related violence (SARV). This
knowledge will assist them to needs and progress cases accordingly. This includes identifying survivors and respond to
their needs immediately.

The training covered topics ranging from family and sexual violence, child abuse, Lukautim Pikinini Act 2015, Family
Protection Act 2013, and the Criminal Code (amended) on violence related to SARV and referral pathways.

According to Femili PNG Community and Outreach Officer, Paul Kunump, over 300 village court officials attended the
training. The first training was conducted to officials from Goroka district in October 2023 and continued on to Kainantu
District in February 2024. They appreciated Femili PNG for filling in the missing gaps through informative training, this
helps them to improve in responding to family and sexual violence cases.

In addition, Femili PNG carried out a monitoring and evaluation exercise in November 2024 after a few months with
these participants to measure how this training has helped them in their line of work and the impact and challenges it had
so far.

During interviews and discussions, most of them verbalised how the training empowered them to address issues of family
and sexual violence in their respective communities by doing awareness at market places and before conducting court
hearings. They have carried out awareness, especially on SARV, and saw people receiving messages with respect and
showing signs of improvement. In addition, the number of family violence cases (intimate partner violence) has droppe. In
one of the court areas located in Daulo district, parents understood child labor and are not allowing their children to carry
heavy stuff to and from the garden and river.

One of the prominent Community Leaders in Mimanalo, Goroka District, Kevin Koro who was among the Village Court
Officials said: “We have not only seen changes in our community but as individuals, in our personal lives and families.
Every time | woke up, | feel challenge to lead and live by example. The challenge of making sure | live up to what | say and
do in the community as a leader and village court official. Thank you FPNG for the training and engagement.”

Paul Kunump continues to work with some of these village court officials, engaging them as outreach volunteers to do
awareness activities in their respective communities.

Femili PNG Goroka Outpost is grateful to receive support from the Newcrest Mining and Kainantu Mining to educate and
empower village court officials to change their old perspective in addressing issues of family and sexual violence.

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Kundiawa CID Unit receives IT Equipment to Support GBV

The Kundiawa Criminal Investigation Department (CID) Unit has received essential Information Technology (IT) equip-
ment from Femili PNG to support their work on gender-based violence (GBV) and sorcery accusation-related violence
(SARV) cases.

The donation was made possible through a partnership between Femili PNG and the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA) and was presented in late December at Femili PNG's head office in Lae, Morobe Province.

Elsie Tomili, Femili PNG Program Manager, handed over a desktop, monitor, printer, and a ream of A4 paper to the CID
unit on Thursday, 19th December.

Sergeant Levi Gangola, Officer in Charge (OIC) of the Homicide Department, and First Constable Robert Somp, both
SARV investigators, travelled from Kundiawa to receive the equipment.

The officers expressed their gratitude for the support,
which will help them address the ongoing challenges of
printing court documents. Sergeant Gangola explained
that they often had to transfer files to flash drives and
pay out of pocket for printing services in order to keep
cases moving forward.

"Printing court documents has been a huge challenge,"
he said. "This equipment will help us manage SARV cas-
es more efficiently. We will no longer need to search for
printing services or spend our own money. We are
deeply thankful for this support."

Additionally, the Kundiawa Station Commander’s office
recently received toner donations to enhance docu-
ment printing efficiency. Station Commander Senior
